LANDSCAPING:
VEGETATION:
Some tree branches are scraping the house and garage shingles. All overhanging tree branches should be cut back.

WINDOW WELLS:
The soil inside the basement window wells is less than 4" below the window sills, which means that the windows are more
susceptible to moisture infiltration and decay. In this case, some soil removal is needed. All wells should also be covered.

GRADING:

The grading is flat, or is negatively sloped toward the home in some locations, including portions of all four sides. A positive
slope of 2.5" per ft., for a minimum of 10', is recommended. Flat or negatively sloped grading allows rain water to
accumulate near the foundation walls, which increases the chance for moisture to leak into the home.

Gutters are missing from most of the overhangs. Gutters, in addition to proper grading, will help reduce the amount of
moisture that accumulates near the foundation walls, which helps to keep moisture out of the home. Gutters also help
prevent the erosion of the grade.

Some of the existing gutters are damaged (i.e. end cap missing at back side of home).

BASEMENT
BEAMS:
WOOD BEAMS:
Excessive decay exists on some portions of the exposed beams. Repairs are recommended at some locations. | suggest
that you hire a specialist for further evaluation and repair options.

FOUNDATION WALLS:

BLOCK:

As previously mentioned, horizontal cracks / gaps exist at some of the block and mortar joints - at the right side of home.
Evidence of inward movement / bulging also exists at this location. Some evidence of inward movement was also found at
the back side of the home. This type of movement is typically caused by external pressures. The most common cause of
pressure occurs when negatively sloped soil allows water to accumulate outside the foundation wall. As the soil freezes
(during winter months) the saturated soil expands, which exerts a horizontal force against the foundation wall. In this case,
the cracks do not appear concerning. However, they do indicate that improvements must be made at the house exterior (i.e.
control water runoff from the roof by installing gutters where needed, improve slope of soil so water drains away from the
home, and / or install drain tile at the house exterior and / or interior to prevent water pressure against the walls). All cracks
should then be monitored for signs of additional movement. If it occurs, contact a specialist for further evaluation.

WATER PENETRATION:

FOUNDATION WALLS:

Moisture stains exist on some walls, including portions of the left and back sides. A mold / mildew-like substance was also
located in some areas. This indicates that moisture has seeped into the basement area at one time and that future moisture
is probable. As mentioned earlier, improvements are needed at the exterior (i.e. slope of soil and gutters) and until
improvements are made, moisture seepage into the basement will remain a possibility.

ELECTRICAL:
An extension cord is used to supply power to the sump pump. Extension cords are not recommended for long-time use
because they have been known to overheat. Ideally, the sump pump would be supplied with its own hard wired outlet.

ELECTRICAL
OVERHEAD SERVICE DROP:
INSPECTION CONDITIONS:
Evidence of amateur work was found at some locations - see below. This may indicate that the panel box upgrade was
performed by an amateur.
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CONDUCTOR LOCATION:
The overhead wires are less than 10 ft. (required height) above the ground - where they connect to the home, which is
considered potentially hazardous.

CONDUCTORS:

The insulation on the service cables (near the mast head) has deteriorated/cracked. In time, this can allow arcing between
the cables, which not only wastes power, but also is a safety and fire hazard. In some cases, the Power Company will
replace these wires at no expense to the owner. Inquire with the local power company for details.

MAST:
One improper connection exists - at the base of the wall. This is a potentially hazardous condition. Repair is needed.

MAIN PANEL:

CIRCUIT BREAKERS:

Some 220-volt circuit breakers are missing handle ties, which is a potentially hazardous condition. Repair is needed. A
common disconnect can be added by threading a wire through the holes in the two circuit breaker handles, effectively linking
them so that both circuit breaker handles move together when one is switched on or off. Some brands of circuit breakers are
without holes in their handles, but special clips are available to perform the same function.

PANEL GROUND:
The ground wire is not connected to the main water pipe at the water meter. This is a code requirement.

DISTRIBUTION WIRING:

EXTENSION CORDS:

Extension cords are used to supply power to some light fixtures (one upstairs fixture and the fan in the main floor living
room). Extension cords are not recommended for long-time use because they have been known to overheat.

OUTLETS:
GARAGE OUTLETS:
Reversed electrical polarity was detected at one wall outlet.

BASEMENT OUTLETS:

Reversed electrical polarity was detected at some basement outlets. "Reverse polarity” is the term used to describe a
situation where electrical wires are connected to the wrong terminals of a receptacle. It can be hazardous if the "hot" side of
your electrical system gets connected to certain types of lamps or equipment. It's a common condition because it's an easy
mistake to make when hooking up wires and because receptacles work fine even when the polarity is reversed. Repair by a
licensed electrician is always encouraged, but the general repair is as follows:1) Shut off the circuit breaker that serves that
receptacle.2) Unscrew the cover plate from the receptacle, and use a voltage tester to be sure that none of the wires in the
electrical box are still hot.3) Unscrew or release the wires from the receptacle and re-fasten them to the proper
terminals--white to the silver (neutral terminal) and black to the brass (hot terminal). The bare or green wire should connect
to the green screw.4) Put the cover plate back on, turn the circuit back on, and test the receptacle again. If the tester
indicates reverse polarity but the wires are hooked up to the proper terminals, call an electrician.

There is no power at one of the main floor living room outlets.

KITCHEN OUTLETS:
"Open grounds" were detected at all of the outlets. New codes require 3-prong, GFI protected, grounded outlets at all
kitchen locations.

BATHROOM OUTLETS:
"Open grounds" were detected at all of the bathroom outlets. New codes require 3-prong, GFI protected, grounded outlets at
all bathroom locations.

The outlet in the upstairs bathroom is on the same circuit as the switch / light fixture, which is improper. Note: It is more
likely for things like hair dryers and curling irons to exceed the circuit's capacity in situations like this.

BEDROOM OUTLETS:
"Open grounds" were detected at all of the 3-prong outlets.

REMAINING INTERIOR OUTLETS:
"Open grounds" were detected at most of the 3-prong outlets.

HEATING & COOLING SYSTEMS
GAS BOILER CONDITION:
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ROUND, DOUBLE WALL FLUE (Class B):

There is no fire stop around the furnace flue, where it enters the floorboards. The code requires an effective barrier at this
location. Fire-stops will prevent flames (if a fire exists) from quickly spreading to the other areas of the home. A fire-stop
will also reduce the amount of moisture filled air that enters the attic space.

There are no screws at the vent joints (horizontal portions).

SHUT-OFF VALVES (To Exterior Spigots):
A threaded bleed valve, or cap, is missing on the side of the shut-off valve housing. Bleeder valves are used for draining the
buildings interior distribution piping, if necessary.

DRAIN, WASTE & VENT PIPES:
INSPECTION CONDITIONS:
Evidence of amateur work was found throughout the basement areas. See below for details.

WATER HEATER:
DRAFT HOOD:
The draft hood is not secured properly to the top of the tank.

VENT (HORIZONTAL RUN):

A "T"-connection has been used where the water heater's exhaust vent connects to the furnace's exhaust vent.
"Y"-connections are required at locations like this because they help prevent back drafting of the exhaust fumes (The existing
design could allow a convergence of two appliances' drafts, which can cause back drafting).

Some joints are not secured with screws (three screws are recommended at each joint).

FUEL (Gas) SUPPLY:

WATER HEATER CONNECTION:

A flexible pipe is used to attach the gas supply to the water heater, which is not acceptable (rigid black iron, or soft copper
are the only acceptable materials). The water heater's valve is also very old, which means that it is more susceptible to
leakage. Replacement with a modern valve is needed (AGA approved valve). Call the Gas Company for repair.

PRIVATE WELL:

STATUS OF WELL:

The well is not in use, but does not appear to have been sealed. Most cities require unused wells to be sealed by a licensed
contractor prior to the sale of the home.

LAUNDRY
DRAIN & VENT PLUMBING:
STANDPIPE (Washing Machine):
A "lift station" was not installed in the basement - for use with basement fixtures. This is needed in order to properly drain
any basement fixtures - due to the location of the main drain pipe (pipe is elevated off of the basement floor). In this case,
the only existing basement fixture is the washing machine. However, the existing drainpipe for the washer was improperly
installed (p-trap is located more than 18" above the floor). Currently, the washer is not in use, but the abandoned drain pipe
has not been capped, which will allow sewer gases to enter the home.

VENT PIPES:
The drain plumbing is not vented. Codes will likely require improvements if any future, permitted work is performed in the
kitchen. Note: Most cities now permit the installation of an "island loop", which is a much more simple and inexpensive
correction than installing a vent pipe.

The door does not close properly / completely (upstairs shower).

One crank mechanism is completely missing (master bedroom).

SMOKE / CO DETECTORS:

CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTORS:

A CO detector is not located near the attic level sleeping rooms. As of Fall of 2008, new codes require detectors within 10 ft.
of all bedrooms. Note: | suggest that you purchase a detector that has a peak level button. This feature allows you to
periodically check the maximum CO reading in the home, simply by pushing a button on the detector.

REMAINING INTERIOR PORTIONS
STAIRS & HANDRAILS:
ATTIC LEVEL GUARD RAILING:
The spacing within the guardrails is larger than the 4" requirement, which is a potential hazard to children.

METAL FLUE CONDITION:

Some of the flue joints are loose and at least one was overlapped improperly, which will allow exhaust gas to enter the
home. Further evaluation and repair by a specialist is recommended before using the system to ensure that all unsafe
conditions are corrected.

The age of the shingles was not determined.
As previously mentioned, tree branches are scraping the garage roof.

The siding is touching the soil in some locations and decay / rot exists at some of these
locations as a result. Ideally the siding would have been spaced 6" off of the soil, but 1-2" is
usually considered an acceptable distance.

Portions of the trim have decayed.

Because of storage, most portions of the foundation walls were not viewed.

SLANTED ATTIC CEILINGS: Note: In most older homes, there is little, or no insulation behind finished ceilings and walls (4"
is common). Modern homes have at least 12" of insulation. As a result, there will inevitably be
much more heat loss in this home. The concern with this is that ice dams are much more likely
(if not likely) to occur. If ice dams do become a problem, installing heating cable (heat tape) at
the overhangs is one way to help reduce the problem.

SINGLE FAMILY HOME: Water seepage and moisture penetration is common in basements and is usually the result of
inadequate water management above ground. Most cases can be corrected by improving
grading and drainage. Please note: The review of the basement cannot always detect the past
or future possibility of water in this area.

SPACED FLOORBOARDS: Some stains exist on the floorboards that surround a toilet drainpipe. This usually indicates that
the toilet wax seal is in need of replacement, but in this case, it is unknown if this is from past,
or present leakage.

Replacement
with a permanent post (with footing) is recommended.

Repairs are recommended at
some locations. | suggest that you hire a specialist for further evaluation and repair options.

Some decay exists on portions of some floor joists.
Some of the floor joists have been improperly notched (i.e. near boiler area).

Two pipes pass through the foundation wall, which may be abandoned oil supply / vent pipes
(two pipes generally indicate that a tank was placed in the basement at one time and has now
been removed).

As previously mentioned, horizontal cracks / gaps exist at some of the block and mortar joints -
at the right side of home. Evidence of inward movement / bulging also exists at this location.
Some evidence of inward movement was also found at the back side of the home. This type of
movement is typically caused by external pressures. The most common cause of pressure
occurs when negatively sloped soil allows water to accumulate outside the foundation wall. As
the soil freezes (during winter months) the saturated soil expands, which exerts a horizontal
force against the foundation wall. In this case, the cracks do not appear concerning. However,
they do indicate that improvements must be made at the house exterior (i.e. control water runoff
from the roof by installing gutters where needed, improve slope of soil so water drains away
from the home, and / or install drain tile at the house exterior and / or interior to prevent water
pressure against the walls). All cracks should then be monitored for signs of additional
movement. If it occurs, contact a specialist for further evaluation.
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WATER PENETRATION:

FOUNDATION WALLS: Moisture stains exist on some walls, including portions of the left and back sides. A mold /
mildew-like substance was also located in some areas. This indicates that moisture has seeped
into the basement area at one time and that future moisture is probable. As mentioned earlier,
improvements are needed at the exterior (i.e. slope of soil and gutters) and until improvements
are made, moisture seepage into the basement will remain a possibility.

SUMP PIT LOCATION: Under staircase.

SUMP PIT & COVER: The sump pit's cover is missing. A cover helps to cut down on excess moisture within the
house.

DRAIN TILE: There is no drain tile system along the perimeter of the home. Instead, a basket (with a
perforated bottom) was placed in the ground. This is not as effective as an actual drain tile
system.

SUMP PUMP: No problems noted.

SUMP PUMP DISCHARGE The end of the discharge pipe was not located (should be at left side of home). Note: Discharge

PIPE: pipes should terminate far from the house foundation.
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ELECTRICAL: An extension cord is used to supply power to the sump pump. Extension cords are not
recommended for long-time use because they have been known to overheat. Ideally, the sump
pump would be supplied with its own hard wired outlet.

SINGLE FAMILY HOME: All accessible switches and outlets are tested for operation. Those that are inaccessible due to
furniture, or storage, or those that have electronic items such as clocks, stereo systems, or
computers plugged into them are not tested. Inoperative light fixtures often lack bulbs, or have
dead bulbs installed (light bulbs are not changed during the inspection, due to time constraints).

Motion lights are not tested for operation. Cover plates are not removed. Time-clock motors
are not tested for operation. Low voltage systems - wiring that is not a part of the primary
electrical distribution system - is not tested. Also, over current devices (other than ground fault
circuit interrupters) are not tested. Remember, the power to the entire house should be turned
off prior to beginning any repairs, no matter how trivial the repair may seem.

OVERHEAD SERVICE DROP:

CONDUCTORS: The insulation on the service cables (near the mast head) has deteriorated/cracked. In time,
this can allow arcing between the cables, which not only wastes power, but also is a safety and
fire hazard. In some cases, the Power Company will replace these wires at no expense to the
owner. Inquire with the local power company for details.
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MAST: Most portions of the mast are enclosed in the soffit area and could not be evaluated. One
improper connection exists - at the base of the wall. This is a potentially hazardous condition.
Repair is needed.

UTILITY METER: No problems noted.

LOCATION: The main panel box is located in the basement.
ELECTRICAL SYSTEM 120/240 Volt, 200-AMP: Very good size.

MAIN CIRCUIT BREAKER: SIZE: 200-AMP.
BOX & COVER: Inappropriate screws are utilized to hold the panel-cover in place. Blunt ended screws should
be used exclusively at electrical equipment. Replace screws as needed.
MAIN CIRCUITS: Multi-strand aluminum.
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CIRCUIT BREAKERS: Some 220-volt circuit breakers are missing handle ties, which is a potentially hazardous
condition. Repair is needed. A common disconnect can be added by threading a wire through
the holes in the two circuit breaker handles, effectively linking them so that both circuit breaker
handles move together when one is switched on or off. Some brands of circuit breakers are
without holes in their handles, but special clips are available to perform the same function.

One circuit breaker has more than one wire connected to it (“furnace" breaker), which is
considered improper (the breakers in this panel box are not designed to accept more than one
circuit).

PANEL GROUND: The ground wire is not connected to the main water pipe at the water meter. This is a code
requirement.

Evidence of amateur work exists in the garage.

Extension cords are used to supply power to some light fixtures (one upstairs fixture and the fan
in the main floor living room). Extension cords are not recommended for long-time use because
they have been known to overheat.

A junction box is missing a cover. Tight fitting covers are required so that fire cannot get out of
the box (many electrical fires start at junctions in junction boxes).

Reversed electrical polarity was detected at one wall outlet.

Reversed electrical polarity was detected at some basement outlets. "Reverse polarity” is the
term used to describe a situation where electrical wires are connected to the wrong terminals of
a receptacle. It can be hazardous if the "hot" side of your electrical system gets connected to
certain types of lamps or equipment. It's a common condition because it's an easy mistake to
make when hooking up wires and because receptacles work fine even when the polarity is
reversed. Repair by a licensed electrician is always encouraged, but the general repair is as
follows:1) Shut off the circuit breaker that serves that receptacle.2) Unscrew the cover plate
from the receptacle, and use a voltage tester to be sure that none of the wires in the electrical
box are still hot.3) Unscrew or release the wires from the receptacle and re-fasten them to the
proper terminals--white to the silver (neutral terminal) and black to the brass (hot terminal). The
bare or green wire should connect to the green screw.4) Put the cover plate back on, turn the
circuit back on, and test the receptacle again. If the tester indicates reverse polarity but the
wires are hooked up to the proper terminals, call an electrician.

There is no power at one of the main floor living room outlets.

"Open grounds" were detected at all of the outlets. New codes require 3-prong, GFI protected,
grounded outlets at all kitchen locations.

"Open grounds" were detected at all of the bathroom outlets. New codes require 3-prong, GFlI
protected, grounded outlets at all bathroom locations.

The outlet in the upstairs bathroom is on the same circuit as the switch / light fixture, which is
improper. Note: It is more likely for things like hair dryers and curling irons to exceed the
circuit's capacity in situations like this.

The unit operated properly during the inspection and no concerns were identified. It is important
for you to maintain your furnace and the best way to achieve this is to establish a maintenance
plan with a licensed heating contractor, or the Gas Company. | suggest that you have a
professional tuneup prior to the next heating season.

There is no fire stop around the furnace flue, where it enters the floorboards. The code requires
an effective barrier at this location. Fire-stops will prevent flames (if a fire exists) from quickly
spreading to the other areas of the home. A fire-stop will also reduce the amount of moisture
filled air that enters the attic space.

There are no screws at the vent joints (horizontal portions).
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DISTRIBUTION PIPES: Corrosion exists at some of the pipe joints (i.e. at boiler location).

Note: Water pressure is not measured during your home inspection. The water pressure within
pipes is commonly confused with water volume, but whereas high water volume is good, high
water pressure is not.

CLOSET DOORS: Some doors are missing portions of the hardware, some are missing door stops (on the door
jams).

WINDOWS & DOORS:
CASEMENT WINDOWS: One window crank is not operational (main floor bedroom at front side of home).

One crank mechanism is completely missing (master bedroom).

Fog / stains exist between the window panes (one window - main floor bedroom at left side of
home). Replacement of the glass is recommended.

DOUBLE HUNG WINDOWS: One window sash does not stay open (back side of home).

INTERIOR DOORS: There are no doorstops behind some of the doors.
SMOKE / CO DETECTORS:
SMOKE DETECTOR No problems noted.
LOCATION:
SMOKE DETECTOR Note: Smoke detectors are not tested for operation during the inspection. The only sure way to
CONDITION: test for operation is to use a smoke test. The test buttons (located on the detectors) test ONLY

the condition of the battery.
SMOKE DETECTORS HARD The hallway detectors are hard wired.

WIRED:
CARBON MONOXIDE A CO detector is not located near the attic level sleeping rooms. As of Fall of 2008, new codes
DETECTORS: require detectors within 10 ft. of all bedrooms. Note: | suggest that you purchase a detector that

has a peak level button. This feature allows you to periodically check the maximum CO reading
in the home, simply by pushing a button on the detector.

REMAINING INTERIOR PORTIONS

FLOOR, WALLS, CEILING & VENTILATION:
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FLOOR COVERING The basement tile floor may be made with asbestos containing materials. In order to determine
CONDITION: whether the material actually contains asbestos, an appropriate lab must first test it (Legend
Technical Services www.legend-group.com, approximately $35 per sample).

If you are planning to remove the tiles, and you have verified that the tiles do contain asbestos,
only licensed contractors should be used. Note: Removing asbestos is typically very expensive.
Therefore, most homeowners will simply install new materials over the old tiles.

FLOOR STRUCTURE: The floors are uneven (throughout home).
WINDOWS & DOORS:

CASEMENT WINDOWS: Fog / stains exist between some of the window panes (i.e. all front side living room windows).
Replacement of the glass is recommended.

DOUBLE HUNG WINDOWS: Fog / stains exist between the window panes (one window - top of upstairs staircase).
Replacement of the glass is recommended.
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STAIRS & HANDRAILS:
ATTIC LEVEL STAIRWELL: There is less than 6' 8" of headroom at the base of the staircase, which is considered

inadequate.
ATTIC LEVEL GUARD The spacing within the guardrails is larger than the 4" requirement, which is a potential hazard
RAILING: to children.

The rail is loose.

BASEMENT STAIRWELL: There is less than 6' 8" of headroom at the base of the staircase, which is considered
inadequate.

PELLET STOVE:

LOCATION: Basement.
APPROXIMATE AGE: Not determined.
VISIBLE PORTION OF 0% of the flue was visible from the stove.

CHIMNEY FLUE INTERIOR
(FROM INSIDE HOME):

VISIBLE PORTION OF 0% of the chimney flue interior was visible from the roof.
CHIMNEY FLUE INTERIOR
(FROM ROOFTOP):

METAL FLUE CONDITION: Some of the flue joints are loose and at least one was overlapped improperly, which will allow
exhaust gas to enter the home. Further evaluation and repair by a specialist is recommended
before using the system to ensure that all unsafe conditions are corrected.
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WHIRLPOOL / SHOWER SPA CLEANING SUGGESTIONS

Infections and illnesses of various types have been linked, in recent years, to the use of hot tubs and whirlpool
bathtubs. In some cases, whirlpool-related infections can be complicated because they can involve bacteria, which
are resistant to known antibiotics. Reported ailments include infections to the skin, eyes, lungs, kidneys, bladder, and
reproductive organs. In response to this new health problem, updated warnings have been released by the Consumer
Products Safety Commission in Washington D.C.

The main source of bacterial growth in whirlpool tubs is the residue, which accumulates in the piping. These
substances include soap film, body secretions, skin, hair, bath oils, and dirt. When these organic substances combine
with minerals in the water, they congeal, forming a jelly-like matter, which coats the linings of the water piping and
other components of the whirlpool system. The warm, dark environment where this coating accumulates is an ideal
location for the growth of infectious microorganisms (hardly a desirable concoction through which to circulate your
bath water.)

To eliminate this bacterial culture from your tub, it is recommended that the system be cleaned regularly. Be aware,
however, that normal household disinfectants and cleaners such as bleach, vinegar, or baking soda may not be
completely effective in removing whirlpool contaminants.

Listed below are general cleaning instructions for whirlpools and body spa units:

Flush your whirlpool system twice a month or more, depending upon usage.
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1. Adjust the jets fully clockwise so there is no air induction.

2. Fill the bath with warm water to a level 2" above the highest jets, or leave water in the bath
after using.

3. Add 2 teaspoons of a low-foaming, powder automatic dishwasher detergent and 20 ounces of
_ household bleach (5% to 6% sodium hypochlorite) to the water.

4. Run the whirlpool for 5 to 10 minutes. Then shut off the whirlpool and drain the water.

5. If desired, rinse bath surfaces with water.

Clean bath surfaces as needed with recommended cleaners.

Flush your BodySpa system twice a month or more, depending upon usage.

1. Fill the footbath with hot water to a level 2" above the suction cover.

2. Add 2 teaspoons of a low-foaming, powder automatic dishwasher detergent and 4 ounces of
household bleach (5% to 6% sodium hypochlorite) to the water.

3. Run the BodySpa jets and waterfall for 5 to 10 minutes each. Then shut off the BodySpa and
drain the water.

4. Fill the footbath with cold water to a level 2" above the suction cover, and run the BodySpa jets
and waterfall for another 5 to 10 minutes each. Drain the footbath and wipe it dry with a soft
cloth.
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
